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The Republic of Serbia’s Pledge of Commitment
to Ending Violence Against Children

On the occasion of the Regional Conference dedicated to ending violence against children, held in Romania
on 13-14 October 2025, the Government of the Republic of Serbia adopted a Pledge on 9 October 2025.

The Pledge was publicly presented at the conference on 14 October, as a confirmation of Serbia’s continued
dedication to protecting children from all forms of violence and promoting their safe, nurturing, and dignified
upbringing.

Through this document, Serbia reaffirmed its readiness to continue strengthening systems for the prevention
and protection of children, in close cooperation with international partners and civil society organizations, and
in line with international standards and national priorities.

The text of the Pledge of the Government of the Republic of Serbia follows below.

> The Republic of Serbia will begin work on developing a new strategic framework for the prevention
and protection of children from violence - the Strategy for Combating Violence against Children and the
accompanying Action Plan — with the goal of enabling effective and coordinated prevention and protec-
tion of children from all forms of violence. To ensure the efficient implementation of planned measures,
the Republic of Serbia will establish a functional, national, multisectoral, and coordinating monitoring
mechanism.

> In the coming period, the Republic of Serbia will improve the legal and institutional framework that en-
sures effective protection, fair access to justice, and support for every child. The Republic of Serbia commits
to ensuring that children and young people who are victims and witnesses of criminal acts have access to
support services during investigations and court proceedings. This includes access to high-quality primary
and secondary support for victims and witnesses, as well as specialized psychological and medical services,
including post-traumatic treatment. Additionally, the Republic of Serbia will establish a National Network
of Support Services for Victims and Witnesses.

> The Republic of Serbia will continue its efforts to empower employees in educational institutions in order to
strengthen the educational role of schools. This will be achieved by improving the competencies of teachers
and professional associates to implement preventive activities aimed at developing socio-emotional skills,
preventing risky behaviors, and creating a safe and stimulating environment - all contributing to the men-
tal well-being and welfare of children and youth. Serbia will also invest in strengthening the capacities of
professional workers in all other key institutions, especially in social protection services.

> The Republic of Serbia will dedicate special attention to supporting and strengthening families through
the development of additional support services and the standardization of counseling and therapeutic, and
socio-educational services. Ensuring that children remain in their natural environment and strengthening
families is one of the most important goals we strive toward.

> The Republic of Serbia will continue its strong commitment to expanding evidence-based parenting sup-
port programs, including the “Caring for the Caregivers” approach, to ensure that families have the neces-
sary knowledge, skills, and emotional support to provide care, manage stress, and raise children without
violence, while creating a physically and emotionally safe family environment.

> The Republic of Serbia will continue to support the establishment, development, and strengthening of men-
tal health and psychosocial support (MHPSS) services that are youth friendly, empowering frontline profes-
sionals to recognize and respond to risks of violence particularly by improving trauma-informed services.
Special emphasis will be placed on supporting peer-support mechanisms, reducing stigma, and creating an
environment in which young people feel safe and empowered to talk about violence they have experienced
or witnessed, or to seek MHPSS services.
